See the enclosed Burton urban area cycle map for details 
of local cycle routes. Within Stapenhill a number of roads 
have been marked in yellow as ‘advisory cycle routes’. 

These routes are a less heavily trafficked and benefit 
from lower speed limits. Cumberland Road, Somerset 

Road/Short Street all have traffic calming measures  
in place. Sustrans Route 54 with traffic free sections  
across the river can be accessed via The Dingle just  
off Ferry Street. Ferry Bridge due to reopen summer 
2016, in the meantime please divert via Main Street  
and St. Peter’s Bridge.
